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Below is a list of my top ten educational websites that I found during my research portion of this assignment.   The order in which they appear is not indicative of their level of importance.  During my search I was looking for websites that would assist either the student, the teacher, or both.  Part of my requirements were that the websites be easily navigable, contain information that teachers and students would feel is helpful, and that the websites be credible.  The following list displays those websites which I think would serve as a valuable educational resources.  

1. www.kidsknowit.com   This is an educational website designed for students in grades K-6.  The site contains age appropriate information for twelve different topics.  This website does lean more toward the physical sciences such as astronomy, geology, chemistry and biology, but also has information on history, spelling and math.  The website does have a varied collection of games that students can play to help reinforce lessons that they have been taught.  

2. www.enchantedlearning.com  is a comprehensive website for grades K-3 and is beneficial to both teachers and students.  There are hundreds of topics to choose from including phonics lessons for numerous languages.  There are thousands of cut outs, shapes, animals, and exercises for younger students to view or print to help expand their knowledge base.  The only downside is that this website charges a yearly membership fee.

3.  www.timeforkids.com  is a website created by the Time Magazine for teachers teaching in elementary schools.  It is a great resource for current events and social studies lessons or projects.  It also provides charts, graphs, quizzes, and graphic organizers to go along with their content.   The lessons, projects and various other materials are directly related to specific Time Magazine issues and will be noted on the particular lesson the teacher is addressing.  

4. www.aaastudy.com is a website devoted to helping students learn the various math concepts that they will come across from Kindergarten through Eighth Grade.  The explanations are clear and grade appropriate with multiple examples.  There are additional games that will help solidify a student’s understanding of a particular concept.  This website could be used before, during or after a particular lesson.  

5. www.kids.nationalgeographic.com/kids is a highly interactive website designed to assist in teaching the physical sciences to younger students.   There are games, videos, and activities to engage students and provide key facts regarding various topics.  This would be a great website for students to do follow up work after starting or completing any type of elementary science unit.  

6.  www.primarygames.com is a great website that contains activities and games for students in grades K-3.  There are games to assist students in learning language arts, math, social studies and science.   The variety of games on this website assures that students will never get bored since they can always find another game to play.  Students should use this website as a follow up exercise to a previous lesson. 

7.  www.history.com is a great resource for students in the upper elementary grade levels to explore for history related assignments.  There are excellent videos on this site that were created to provide a visual and auditory addendum to the often dull or even outdated textbooks that students often have to use.  In addition to videos the website provides written information on thousands of topics that students may be researching.
